Peace appeal 80 years after the end of World War Il

2025 marks 80 years since the end of World War II, a war that killed around 60 million people.
After the war, the main slogan and the obvious conclusion when the UN was formed was: Never
again war!

Today, unfortunately, we are once again seeing an acceptance among many politicians for war as a
legitimate means of power. Those in power around the world are rearming both nuclear and
conventional weapons at a pace we have not seen for a long time. Threats between states are
increasing, and contradictions are growing. In Europe, leaders in countries such as France, Great
Britain, Germany and Sweden want us to rearm and prepare for a war against Russia, in connection
with the Ukraine conflict when the US seems to be withdrawing. Neoconservative forces in the US
instead want to focus on a confrontation with China, which is also rearming in the face of the
American threat. The aversion to war that characterized the post-war period has unfortunately fallen
into oblivion among many of the world's leaders today.

At the same time, the ecological and climate crisis is worsening day by day. The threat of total
annihilation through nuclear war also hangs over us. For the first time in human history, we
ourselves are on the verge of destroying our future and our planet. It is time to admit that the current
UN system has failed to prevent war or stop the killing when conflicts between states and peoples
arise. The UN must be reformed to be better able to manage conflicts and work for ceasefires, peace
agreements and reconciliation.

We can only save our planet and our future if we regain the will for peace and solidarity that
characterized the post-war period. We must address the enormous economic gaps that exist, both
within and between countries. The richest in both East and West must be able to be taxed and
prevented from corrupting democratic systems. Equality and broad public education strengthen the
vitality of democracy. At the same time, we must implement radical changes to save the climate and
nature. We need to defend and strengthen respect for human rights and international cooperation for
ecology and climate.

It is now, more than ever, that we must take responsibility for building a healthier, more sensible
world. Vicious circles of distrust, fear and prejudice lead to armaments, threats and conflicts. We
need to find methods to break the vicious circles and instead create virtuous circles that lead to
constructive conflict resolution and cooperation that benefits everyone.

Popular movements and faith communities, both here at home and globally, must now take on the
responsibility that our rulers do not want to take. Only through joint, popular power, which has
changed world history before, can we save our future. Together we need to show that we believe in
our ability as people — to be compassionate, peaceful and in solidarity. Through action we can create
a positive culture of peace and a hopeful vision of the future.

Therefore, we now call on all popular movements, faith communities and people around the world:
Make the 80th anniversary of the end of the Second World War a starting point for a new era — an
era where compassion and care for all living things are at the center. Peace and solidarity are
essential to securing the future of our children. Let us show our leaders how to do it.
